In case the vendor appears to be stubborn turning around and walking away will get them to break in to your request.In the markets, the sellers are not pushed around by an urgency to sell the wares before having to relocate and the markets provide a steady stream of customers so they can afford to keep it up.One problem remains: are knockoffs and replica purses worth it? You can't expect a purse for which you pay 20$ to be the same quality as one that costs 200$. But generally knockoffs are a very good trade, improved by the chance to acquire a stolen designer purse labelled knockoff.
